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Personal Development Day Activities This Term

This term, the SRPA STEM Club have been continuing their ‘Space Pioneers’ project.

We have been looking into how payloads can be safely delivered to the surfaces of
other planets. We were given the opportunity to build models of ‘drop vehicles’ and test
them by throwing them out of the science block windows (They’ll need a bit more work
before we can send them to Mars)! We have also been able to express our creativity
via a guided ‘tour through space’, where we then created a dreamy ‘Space-scape’, a
bit like Vincent van Gogh’s ‘Starry Night’ painting. Some of our club members also had
the opportunity to compete in the RAF’s annual Project X competition, in which
students were tasked with building an aircraft capable of dropping payloads to ‘downed’
pilots in enemy territory.

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Air Cabin Crew

Air cabin crew is an important role on all flights, with the aim of making the flying
experience pleasant and safe for passengers.

As a cabin crew member, you'll provide excellent customer care to passengers while
ensuring their comfort and safety throughout the flight. You'll serve refreshments and
meals and will also sell gifts and duty-free items to passengers.

As part of your role, you'll be trained to deal with security and emergency situations,
which can include administering first aid to passengers.

It's also your responsibility to ensure that all emergency equipment is in working order
prior to take-off and that there are enough supplies on board. You'll then take part in a
safety demonstration to make sure passengers know how to use the equipment and
what the safety procedures are.

Salary

e Base pay can vary greatly depending on the airline as some pay better than
others, but you can expect a starting salary in the region of £14,000 to £22,000.

« Once you have some experience, you'll be able to earn a base rate of £17,000
to £24,000 a year.

o Base pay at senior cabin crew level, which can be reached after a few years, is
around £28,000 to as much as £45,000. On top of your base rate, you may get
an hourly flight rate for every hour you're on duty, performance bonuses and
commission for inflight retail. Bonuses can amount to an additional £5,000 per
year on average.

Qualifications

A degree, HND/foundation degree or postgraduate qualification is not required for entry
into work as a cabin crew member. Instead, most airlines expect you to have a good
secondary education, with some requiring grade 4 (C) or above in English and maths.
